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With passage of the 2008 bond measure, the College
has the need to contract with qualified firms to provide
Building Commissioning Services. Systems to be
commissioned include but are not limited to: heating,
ventilation, air conditioning (HVAC) systems and
associated controls, lighting and day lighting controls and
innovative energy technologies.

A Request for Proposals (RFP) for these services was
issued and made available to all interested firms on
August 3, 2010. The RFP was advertised in the Daily
Journal of Commerce, on the State of Oregon
Procurement Network (ORPIN), and on the PCC
Solicitation website. A total of forty two (42) entities,
which included architects, engineers, consultants, plan
centers, and other interested parties (nine (9) of which
indicated they were Minority Women and Emerging Small
Business (MWESB) firms), registered and downloaded a
copy of the RFP document.

A total of seventeen (17) proposals were received in
response to the RFP. Written proposals were reviewed
and rated by a College evaluation committee. Members
of this committee scored the proposals based on the
following criteria: firm background, firm experience and
success, experience of key personnel, administration of
work, project scheduling and coordination. management
fee percentage and social responsibility.
